Honesty & Truthfulness
ambiguous (e.g. statement) – open to more than one interpretation

ambivalent (e.g. approach) – uncertain or indecisive as to which course to follow
betray – to not be loyal to your country or a person, often by doing something harmful such as helping their enemies

biased – an unfair preference or dislike of something

catch out – to discover that someone is lying or doing something wrong

cheat – to behave in a dishonest way in order to get what you want

con – to make someone believe something false, usually so that that person will give you their money or possessions

consistent – never changing; always same

contradict – to assert the opposite of what is being argued

cover up – to stop people from discovering the truth about something bad

deceive – to mislead by a false appearance or statement

decent – someone or something respectable

deride – to show contempt for someone or something

dig up – to discover new facts about a person or situation after a lot of searching.

dupe – to deceive someone, usually by making that person do something that they did not intend to do

enmity – extreme ill will or hatred that exists between enemies

equivocate – to be deliberately unclear; to speak in a vague manner

exonerate – official declaration of "not guilty"

expedient – being useful in a situation that requires action

fair – someone or something that is honest and true

fib – to tell a small lie that does not cause any harm

find out – to discover that someone has been dishonest or has tricked you

honesty – consistently making decisions to be truthful and to not deceive or mislead others

honor – someone or something having high respect

integrity – the quality of possessing and adhering to high moral principles

justify – to show or prove to be right or reasonable. 

liar – a person who tells lies

misinform – to tell someone information that is not correct

mislead – to give a wrong impression or lead toward a wrong conclusion, especially by intentionally deceiving

objectivity – the ability to perceive something without being influenced by personal emotions or prejudices

penitent – showing that you are sorry for something you have done because you feel it was wrong

plausible – believable and appearing to be likely and true

pretend – to behave as if something is true when you know that it is not, especially in order to deceive people or as a game

reliable – someone or something that may be trusted

sincere – someone or something that is genuine or veal

swindle – to get money dishonestly from someone by deceiving or cheating them

trick – an action that is intended to deceive, either as a way of cheating someone, or as a joke or form of entertainment

truthful – always telling the truth; not lying

white lie – a lie to avoid a difficult situation or to prevent us hurting or offending someone
