bereavement – the state of being bereaved or deprived of something or someone

bloodstained – covered with blood

casualty – someone injured or killed in an accident

coffin – a box or chest for burying a corpse

condole – express one's sympathy on the occasion of someone's death

cremation – the incineration of a dead body

deliver a baby (by Caesarian section)

demise – the time when something ends; death

dreadful – causing fear or dread or terror

funeral – ceremony at which a dead person is buried or cremated

give birth to (a baby/twins/a girl…)

graveyard/cemetery – a burial ground

have a miscarriage – spontaneous expulsion of a human fetus before it is viable

have an abortion – voluntary termination of pregnancy

heritage – property that descends to an heir

infancy – early stage of growth or development

inherit – to come into possession of or receive especially as a right or divine portion

kick the bucket (inf.) – to die

labor – the process or effort of childbirth or the time during which this takes place

last will – a legal document that expresses a person's wishes before they pass away

lethal – of an instrument of certain death

live life to the fullest – to fully enjoy one's life

lively – full of life and energy

morbid – suggesting the horror of death and decay

mourn/grieve (for sb.) – to feel or express grief or sorrow

obituary
 – a notice of someone's death

pant – to breathe heavily (as after exertion)

pass away/pass on/decease/die/perish – to pass from physical life
posthumous – occurring or coming into existence after a person's death

predict – tell the future events in advance

pyre – wood heaped for burning a dead body as a funeral rite

remains – the dead body of a human being

resurrection – a revival from inactivity, disuse, and death

resuscitate – to regain consciousness

retire – to withdraw from one's position or occupation : conclude one's working or professional career

succumb – to give in or consent reluctantly to overwhelming force

vigorous – full of physical or mental strength or active force

vital – of the utmost importance
