1. Will

2. Be going to (Planned Future)

a) Oznameni vlastnich plani

- Informujeme o rozhodnuts, které jsme udélali ug ditv (viera, pred hodinon,...), nikoliv v tento okamsik

- Jednd se o jig existujici zamer. Do Cestiny tyto véty miigeme prelogit nékdy také napr. pomoci slovesa hodldm, planugi, chei, apod.
I’'m going to visit Jack next week. — zdm to v plinu

She’s going to open her own e-shop. — i to v plann

They’re gonna travel all over Europe in summer. — gonna = stazeny tvar going to. V hovorové anglictiné velice casté.

b) Pifedvidani budoucnosti

5. Be about to (Very Near Future)
